Directions from Bodrum Airport to Villa Ata/Villa Oya


Distance	approx 54 km (33 miles)
Time		approx 50 - 55 mins


· Exit the airport and turn right towards Bodrum (1.5 km)

(There is a petrol station almost immediately if you need to fill up)

· Follow this road for about 14km and you will pass through the seaside town of Guvercinlik 

After Guvercinlik (15 km) the road – although still two lanes either way – has a number of bends. Several are deceptive, with an adverse camber and are sharper than they look. Please be aware!

· Continue towards Bodrum

The Aegean Sea can now be seen on your right. After a few more kilometres you enter a stretch where many of the 4 and 5-star hotels are situated. The road now moves away from the coast and cuts across the Peninsula towards Bodrum (25 km) After a further 5km or so you pass the Torba crossroads (30 km). 

· Continue towards Bodrum

After about a further 4km you will come over the brow of a hill and get your first view of Bodrum, dominated by the Crusader castle (34km)

· Continue towards Bodrum

There are several sets of traffic lights, and after a further 2 km or so you will have excellent views of Bodrum and the harbour on the left, whilst you pass the Greco/Roman theatre on your right (36 km)

· Continue toward Ortakent/Turgutreis

Continue on the main road, and climb the long hill towards Konacik - Oasis Shopping Centre on your right (37km)

The main road continues as a dual carriageway past several more sets of lights. Continue on this main road across the Peninsula towards Ortakent and Turgetreis. After a few more kilometres you will pass Kipa (Tesco) on your right (42 km). The dual carriageway now becomes a single carriageway as you pass through Ortakent (44km).

· Continue towards Turgutreis

The road climbs through the small villages of Yahsi (46km) and Gurece (47km).

After Gurece the road continues towards Ortakent. After less than a kilometre and at the bottom of a hill, come off the main road and turn sharp right towards Gumusluk (48km).

· After Gurece, turn right towards Gumusluk

This road is metalled but can be narrow and bumpy in places. After about 3 km you will pass through Derekoy. Continue up and over the brow of the hill towards Gumusluk. At the top of the hill are several disused windmills and an excellent view of the Gumusluk Valley (53km).

Continue down the hill towards Gumusluk. After a further kilometre you will see a small roundabout with a black and white sculpture on it (54 km).
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· Turn left at the small roundabout

Turn left at the roundabout and follow the lane for about 200 metres. Ignore a minor lane to the left after about 100 metres. 
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After a further 100m or so, the lane splits. Directly ahead you will see the side view of a house, with bamboo on the fence railings and a large banana tree in the garden. This is Villa Ata (large stone wall with the number ‘49’ on it, a black metal gate, and ‘Evleri Bicer’ on a wall plaque).

Villa Oya is a few yards further on.
